STEPHEN BALL HUNG BY THE TORIES.

Staten Island was occupied as a British
post during the greater portion of the war
for Iudel:-m"u_h:-ntv_. and was an Important Po-
sition, as it afforded an casy access to the
Jersey shores, whence foraging parties
could draw supplies of provisions for the
army, and furnished a safe retroat for those
foraging parties when pursued by the A-
merican militia. Toward the close of the
war, several eircumstances combmed to
cause a scarcity of provisions in the Briti
‘amp, among which the

force, was not the least in ilnpﬂrt
Kvery means was adopted to ove
difficulty, and an appeal to the cupidity of
the inhabitants was made by the command-
ing officer on the Tsland, in which he stated
that all persons, whatever their principles,
who would bring provisions to the camp,
should have permission to sell them, be paid
the highest price, and should be always allow-
ed to return unmolested. Sucha proclamation
-was well ealculated to effect the object, for it
was well known that Congress could not pay
for supplies to their armies, except in de-
preciated Continental money, and as there
was no other market for them, farmers had
but one alternative—either to sell them for
British gold or for the worthless paper mo-
ney of Congress. It is not sSurprising,
therefore, that many whose patriotism wag
not doubted chose the former, and, when-
ever opportunity offered, slipped over to the
Staten |
which they reccived a fair price in the hard
coin of King George.
