of our merchants, or the destruction of the tran-
sit. In reference to countries where the local
‘authorities are strong enough to enforce the
laws, the difficulty here indicated can seldom
happen where this is not the case, and the loecal
authorities do not possess the physical power,
even 1f they possess the will to protect our citi-
'zens within their limits, recent experience has
shown that the American Executive should it-
self be authorized to render this protection.

Such a grant of authority, thus limited in its
extent, could 1n no just sense be regarded as a
transfer of the war-making power to the Execu-
‘tive, but only as an appropriate exercise of that
'power by the body to whom it exclusively be-
longs.
