The Washington Star of Monday afternoon
says :—Mrs. Sickles is the daughter of an Italian
music master in New York city, named Badjaoli.
She was married when not more than sixteen,
under circumstances which were subsequently
commented upon invidiously by the press. In
this city her carcer was that of an intensely
fashionable sojourner. Mrs. Sickles, in appear-
ance resembles Picolomini so closely as that one
might easily mistake them for each other.

According to accounts emanating from the
friends of Mr. Sickles, through the exertion of
a party on whom he devolved the duty of
watching, he learned that Mrs. Sickles was in
the habit of meeting the deceased at a small two
story frame house on Fifteen-and-a-half street,
between K and L, the property of a negro man
named John Gray, of whom the deceased is al-
leged to have rented it; and where he kept a
servant woman to attend to it ; that on Thurs-
day evening last a woman dressed like Mrs.
Sickles was seen by the watcher to go and re-
mwain in the house for one or two hours, and on
leaving it to go to the residence of Mr. Sickles:
and that on Saturday morning parties acting for

Yes-
terday, she was induced to sign or write a paper
purporting to be a full acknowledgment of her
infidelity with the deceased. That in it she ad-
mitted that the deccased and Lerself had signals
by which she could let him know whether she
could meet him and explained those signals.—
That shortly after she explained the siouals, the
deceased came over from about the club-house,
where he had been using a lorgnette to see
whether a signal was out, into Lafayettee square,
and in sight of those in the house: that Mr.
Butterworth left the house two or three minutes
before Sickles, and went over to where, accord-
ing to his testimony, he (B.) was engaged in
conversation with the deceased, when Mr. Sickles
came up from another direction and commenced
firing at him—Butterworth, according to the
testimony of one of the witnesses, standing lean-
ing his arm against the fence of Mr. Maynard's
yard, and not interfering to prevent the homi-
cide.

It 1s certain that so public were the commu-
nications between the deceased (standing or sit-
ting in Lafayette square when the signal was
out) and the woman (from a window or the
porch of her house) as that many persons much
about and around the square had observed them
for weeks if not for months.

Mrs. Sickles still remains at her house at the
west end of Lafayette square, and it is under-
stood that her husband has telegraphed to New
York city for her mother to come and take her
home,

Should no habeas corpus, for another hearing,
with a view to obtaining bail for Mr. Sickles, be
asked for to-day, Capt. Goddard will commit
him fully without further hearing.
