My dear sir :—I am so much annoyed and distressed at my pecuniary troubles, that I deem it very important (if I can
do s0,) to relieve myself from them without delay. In my intercourse with you, I have found so much kindness, that I
have confidence in your disposition to serve me, if you cando so. You have already informed me of the fact that you
have no spare funds, Bat if you have no insuperable repugnance to lending me your name, you will greatly serve me,

and lay me under lasting obligations. Of course, I do not mean that you shall incur any risk, and I therefore propose to
give ample security.,

I want $000 : and this I can pay at three, six, nine and twelve months, if my life is spared, without difficulty ;—
