[ was aware of much cruelty to
amaller children by the largerones,
of which the teacher was cognizant,
and allowed it to go on and thirdly,
that I had been told by Examioer
Wingate that he was thoroughly
impressed with the knowledge that
Mr. Dorsey’s administration as
teacher was without success, and
that he had refused to visit the
achool again as long a8 he was
teacher thereof.
