Facond OMeer Langfar. who had the wateh
on deck at the time of the disaster, states that
the night was very dark, Suddealy the
steamer exper enced o terrifio shook, and
foundered a fow minutes aAfterwards, 1he
Cbinese iu the steerage made a rash or lhe
\oats, but only one boatioad reached the
shore

A tug was sent ou’, but no trace could be
found ol the mi*sing cabin passengers, Three
ladles are s4id to be aroog them., A boat's
orew of Chinese landed at Forster, about one
hondred miles north of this port,

It appears that ke Cattertlun was wrecked
on the Bral Rocks, off Cape Hawk, durinz a
gale, The passengors, of who fi{ty-five were
Chineve, were asieop below when the steamer
grounded. Only three ol the European pas-
gengers and the second mate of the ste mer
wero taved, The others are misrsing, but it
(s belleved that they sucoredsd in taking to
the boats, and may be heard lrom later on.
However, the tugsent out falled to flad any
trace of them,
