Corn-Stalk Armor for HBattleships,

Y On

A new scheme has been devised for
the llr'f-!i‘.:hull of men-ol-wWAar, wllu_‘h,
if put into operation, will make these
look even morecambe rsome than t'lll'.‘m'
do at present. This new plan involves
no additional Harv eyized steel or fur-
ther coating of raventeen inch armoi
to protect the roip from hostile guns,
Upon the otbher hand, the new armor
is to be made of no less o substance
than corn stalks, With a covering of
this substance, chopped fine and
preseel into a hard, solid mass, it 1s
said that no man-of-war ean be sunk,

Shot and shell may go through her,

| her bottom may bLe ripped open by

torpedoes, and she may even have a
hole puuched in her side by a ram,
aud yet float, This marvel is to be ne.
complished by the simple aclion of
the water.

I'he water having once gained accoss
to the corn-stalk armor, which lies
stong the whole vutsider os e whip
ander & thin covering of steel, the
vegetable sacking swells go rapidly as
{o soon c¢lose the hole, Tests made by
naval ofMleers have shown that this
curious corn-stalk packing, when once
wet, ewells with a foree that 1s irre-
sistible,

The firm of Cramps, the great ehip-
builders, has purchased the patents
on this new process,

Cut up into huge slabs, like the
steel ormor which is made at the Car-
negie works, this vegetable substanoe
will be loaded on freight ears and
shipped from the agrienitural distriots
where corn is plentiful to the sea-
board. There it will be packed and

| gerewed into place in the sides of our

new men-ol-war.
According to the plans ihig hawve
stance
is to be placed outside of the heavy
armor of our men of-war from a dis-
tance abount eight feetabove the water
line to the keel on both sides. 1t will
run from stem to stern, thns covering
the whole submerged portion of the
vessel,

Seen from the ountside you would
not know a corn-clad vessel when you
gaw one, as the vegetablearmor wonld
be protected by a steel covering that
is to be made waterproofl. The corn
armor will, however, add consliderably
to the bulk of our men of-war.,~—~New
York Journal.
