Superintendent Longan spoke of the $6,094 appropriated
by the Board of Estimates to the Baltimore City Hoep=-
itals to provide for the early reception of chronie
patients, stating that an expenditure of $3,383 was
necessary for beds and other equipment for patients;
$2,421 for the equipment for staff and employees and
$690 for temporary housing of additional employees.
These expenditures were approved by the Board,

It was felt that the purchase and delivery of the equip-
ment should be hastened, if possible, and, upon motion,
Mr, Cassedy with the Secoretary were requested to confer

with the City Purchasing Agent with a view to expediting
the mtter.

Mr. Edward L. Palmer, Jr., Architect, reported progress
regarding the building operations at the Baltimore City
Hospitals and stated that the proposed alterations and
additions based upon the present crowded oonditions indle-
cated an inoreased capacity for 748 chronics, 58 acute
cases, 36 tuberculosis and 50 psychopathic, or an accom-
modations for a total of 892 additional patients, He
further stated that the infirm patients would be housed
in the main building, ohronic cases would be cared for
