in the present Ward "A", and the acute cases would be
treated in the new general hospital building. The pres-
ent tuberculosis hospital will be used for the negroesy

_the white patients to be treated in the new building, all
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of which met with the approval of the Board.

After discussing the future nursing situation from var-
{ous angles, the Secretary's report having been read,
there being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
