tendent of the Baltimore City Hospitals,

On motion of Mr, Galvin, duly seconded, the Hospital
Committee was authorized to have such changes as are
necessary made in the Superintendent's quar’bers to have

them furnished comfortably.

Mr. Towers also spoke of the possibility of the Civie

Works Administration assisting in making such needed im-
provements at the Baltimore City Hospitals, such as grad-

ing, planting, painting, etoc.

The report of the Acting Superintendent of the Baltimore
City Hospiteals was, after careful deliberation, acocepted

a.nd ordered filed,

on motion of Mrs. Crockin, seccnded by Mr. Sindler, it
was decided to move into the new hospital as soon as
proper arrangements can be made for the new telephone

switchboard,

Dr. Walker referred to the untidy appearance of the
Infirmery, and he thought possibly & woman house-keeper
could improve this condition. Mrs, Crockin suggested

that the matier be left until the new Superintendemt could

study the situation and make his recommendation.

The 1list of separations and assignments submitted by the

Acting Superintendent in his report, was upon motion of
Mr. Katz, approved, |
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A delayed report of the October meeting of the Medical

and Advisory Board of the Baltimore City Hospitals was
read, in which Dr. Habliston requested that the Tuber-
culosis Hospital have one resident and two assistant
resident physicians, with adeq uate salaries, otherwise,
the service would suffer tremendouslye.

The report was ordered filed, and the matter of the phy-
giocians for the Tuberculosis Hospital was referred to Dr.

There was no business transacted at the November meeting
of the Medicel and Advisory Board,

The Acting Secretary was instructed to write a letter to

Mr. Parker J. McMillin acknowledging receipt of his letter
to Mr. Towers, and expressing the Board's pleasure at

his acceptance of the position of Superintemdent, and
hoping that he would be able to teke up his duties at an

early date.

The Acting Sedretary was also asked to write a letter to
Mr. Grasty, expressing the Board?s sympathy with him in
his illness, and their hope for his speedy recoverys.
