a surveyor or surveyors, and shall retura a plot of
the extended limits, when fixed by them, to the
Register of the City, and one other plot to the Clerk
of Baltimore County, to be by them recorded in
their respective offices, authenticated eopies of which
shall be evidence.

2.—And be it enacted and ordained, That said
Commissioners shall each receive six dollars per diem
for the time in which they may be necessarily em-
ployed in the execution of their duties, which to-
gether with the expenses of the survey, shall be paid

An ordinance for the erection of oil lamps .

1.—Be it enacted and ordained by the Mayor and ot 1amps.

City Council of Baltimore, That it shall be the duty
of the Uity Commissioners, with the approbation of
the Mayor, to have lamps erected at the following
places, viz:

One at the intersection of Wills and Block streets,
one at the south end of Fell’'s Point market house,
one at the northeast corner of Market and Luncas-
ter streets, one at the east side of Market, between
Wilkes and Bank strests, one at the northeast cor-
ner of Market and Gough streets, one at the east
side of Market, between Gough and Pratt streets,
oae at the east side of Market, between Pinkney
anid east Dauliimore streeis, one at the west side of
Ann, between Lancaster and Aliceann streets, one
at the corner of southeast Baltimore and Wolf
streets, one at the east side of Eden, between Pitt
street and Union alley, one at the southeast corner
of Pitt and Spring streets, one at the northeast cor-
uer of Pitt street and Strawberry alley, one at the
northwest corner of Little Hampstead street and
Strawberry alley, one at the southwest corner of
east Baltimore and Canal streets, one at the east
