De it enacted and ordained by the Mayor and Cuy Council
of Baltimore, That the division of the real estate of the late
William Clemm, deceased, situated and lying in the City of
Baltimore, made agreeably to law among his heirs under com-
mission returned to Baltimore County Court, on the 12th of
October, 1815, and recorder! in liber W. G. No. 134, folio 325,
whereby Vine street was laid off and reserved as a public
highway, be and the same is hereby adopted and sanctioned;
and that said Vine street, so far as resérved and recognised
in said division, be and the same is hereby opened as a public
