15. Whereas, Individual capital of the citizens of Balti-
more and State of Maryland, to the the amount of three mil-
lions of dollars, is invested in the Baltimore and Ohio Rail
Road Company, and the further sum of five hundred thousand
dollars by the City of Baltimore and the State of Maryland,
each 1s embarked in the same enterprise. Jnd whereas, it has
been shown by the President and Directors of the said com-
pany, that with the utmost economy they have been able to
introduce into the management of the work, the present rate
of toll upon many important articles, such as flour, grain, corn,
oats, tobacco, iron, iron ore and lumber, is inadequate to pay
the costs of transportation, and to yield a reasonable compen-

Jnd whereas, in the opinion
of the City Councils, the rate of toll authorised by the said
bill would be only reasonable, giving no more than a just
compensation for the transportation of the said commodities.
