Preamble. Whereas, There are millions of feet of sawed lumber

floated in rafts into the port of Baltimore, and there washed
and drawn out of the water, by which large deposites of mud
are made in said harbor, to the injury of the navigation of ves-
sels, as also adding mucli to the expense of cleaning the docks
and harbor within the city or pert of Baltimore—Tlerefore,
be it enacted by the General Assembly of Maryland, "I'hat
from and afier the passage of this act, the Mayor and City
Council of Baltimore shall have full power and authority, and
they are required 1o assess, levy and collect, on every thousand
feet of lumber floated into or ariiving at the said port of Balti-
more, and washed therein, a sum not exceeding thirty cents per
thousand feet board measure, and not less thau fifteen cents per
thousand feet board measure, excepting however, all timber
floated into or arriving at the said port, for the purpose of
being sawed in said city or its vicinity, as also all the timber

vessels, whether in or out of port, owned by persons residents
of this State; all debts secured by, or due on judgment, de-
cree, mortgage, bond, bill of exchange, promissory note from
solvent debtors, (except debts due for goods sold and deliver-
ed after the passage of this act, and bank notes;) all stocks
or shares owned by residents of this State, in any bank, insti-
tution or company, incorporated in other State or Territory ;
