Whilst the Board look at the present onward condition of educa-
tion throughout the world, and see its importance to our institutions
and reputation as a free people, we feel anxiously solicitous, that
such provision be made for the advancement of education in our city
as its vast importance demands, and that may be consistent with other
great interests of the communmty.
