SEcTION 1. De iuf enacled and ordained by the Mayor and
Cily Council of Baltimore, That John B. Seidenstricker, col:
lector of the taxes for the years 1841, 1842 and 1843, be and
he 1s hereby authorised and empowered to collect the arrears
of pump, paving and re-paving taxes, and for that purpese he
shall have all the power vested in the collector of taxes of the
city of Baltimore—provided that all commissions arising from
the said taxes as provided for in the ordinances of the city,
shall be paid into the city treasury.

Sec. 2. Jind be it enacted and ordained, That all ordinances
conflicting with this, so far forth as they do so conflict with
the provisions of this ordinance, be and the same are hereby
repvaled.
