0.504 cents _ 1 and the imlisposilion of capilalists to embark 1n any new underlaking‘,
have prevented the developement of the coal trade ; there are however
now n progress several works that will be finished n the course of next
vear, connecting the canal with the several regions, that cannot fail to
benelit us.  T'he 1ron trade is becoming generally active, and the lumber
that heretofore has pursued the channel of the river, is seeking the route
of the canal to market,

I'he trade in limestone is yet inconsiderable, but the demand to the
south for agricultural purposes, is growing rapidly and must become
very large. These four commodities it is believed wili in time, and that
selore long, bring into requisition a great portion of the capacily of the
canal.  We also look to an increase of the western trade, especially in
the heavy articles going or coming in that direction.

We think then that altho’ the anticipations with regard to the work,
have not been realized, the prospect of a rapid improvement is fairly to
ve calculated upon, and that the future results will be much more satis-

lactory to those interested than any thing we at present have it in our
power to submit to them.
