introduction of contagious or infectious diseases within the city of
Baltimore,”’

Whereas, The preservation of the public health is a matter Prosmble:
of the highest interest and lmportance, and may be sustained
while at the same time we are doing our duty to those afflicted
with disease,—-—-therefore,

SECTION 1. Be it enucted and ordained by the Mayor and Passengers
