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account of all the property of every sort, within their county
or city, and the valuation thereof as settled and adjusted, and
an alphabetical list of the owners thereof, and all such other
matters and things as are required by this act, properly ar-
ranged according to the election districts in the several coun-
ties, and according to the several wards in the city of Balti-
more ; and the said county commissioners shall allow to their
respective clerks, such compensation for additional services,
required of them by the provisions of this act, as they, in
their judgment, may deem right and proper.

Sec. 30. And be it enacted, that the clerk of the county Accounts and
commissioners th each county, and the appeal tax court of lists of estate
Baltimore city, shall, on or before the first day of I\Inrch,j‘;“ll)ep:gﬁfig
eighteen hundred and fifty-three, make out from the assessors’ Comphtmller.

tion whatscever, and the value thereof afhxed to them respec-
tively, and the whole value 1n each election district or ward
extended, and the amount of each column, and the said
clerks shall lay the said summary accounts or lists of the
estates and property 1n the several election districts, before
the county commissioners respectively, who shall, after ex-
amination and correction thereof, sien and enclose the same,
endorsed on public service, to the Comptroller ; and the ap-
peal tax court of Baltimore city shall, in like manner, sign
and enclose to the Comptroller the summary accounts and
lists of the estate and property in the several wards of the
said city.
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
