exaggerated publication of premature conclusioi. For under that
impression, the result I have arrived at may be rec:,ewed with distrust,
by those who have not carefully examined the squect—but the details
which I have presented, but not embraced in this report, are not only
satisfactory to my mind, but seem to have been so to the committees
before whom they have been laid—and I thus feel justified in pre-
senting the above as a fair statement of the Expenses of the year.
The nature of the business from which Revene has been earned,
with the low prices at which it has been flone, would, even under
favorable circumstances, present a proportion of Expenses to Rev-
enue above what is the average experience of our Rail Roads. As
will be seen, the Revenue from Passengers and Mails makes but about
one-forth of the total earnings of the Company—and that from Cloal,
which is transported at prices calling for all the facilities of a double

track and the best appliances, but actually subject to unusual disad-
vantages, makes up another quarter of the Revenue—the remainder

being from Tonnage, not of a liberally compensating character, but
rather the reverse.
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Total Expenses, $1,235,627 11
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It 1s proper to state, that the amount of *“ Losses by Accidents”
paid during the last half of the year, viz: $31,190 08, has been
omitted from this statement, being chiefly incurred by the ¢ Cheat
River Accident,” which is deemed extraordinary, and not to be em-
braced in a view of the year’s administration of the Company’s
affairs, for which this statement is in part intended.

On the other hand, the sum of $12,000, deducted by the Post
Office Department, with consent of this Company, to sustain a con-
necting mail by stages, in the early part of the year, has been inclu-
ded among Expenses, when it should have been deducted from Rev-
enue, to make a correct exhibit.

The proportion of Expenses to Revenue as thus shewn, is 60§
per cent.
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
