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REPORT OF THE

ADDITIONAL SCHOOLS, ALTERATIONS, &ec.

For the better accommodation of Schools now established, and
for the convenience of citizens in different sections of the city,
the Board would call the attention of the Council to the present

wants of the Schools in the following Wards:

Siath Ward.—Male Primary School, No. 5, and Female Pri-
mary, No. 3, both in this Ward, are without suitable accommo-

.dations. They are in rented houses, which have no yards, and

are without other proper conveniences. The Board would re-
spectfully ask for permission to lease a lot, and for an appropri-
ation of five thousand dollars for the building and necessary
furniture for these Schools.

Seventh Ward.—The uncomfortable condition of Female Pri-
mary School, No. 16, requires that other accommodations should
be provided for it. As there is sufficient room for a good build-
ing on the rear of the lot, belonging to the KEastern Female
High School, the Board would ask for an appropriation of four
thousand five hundred doliars, with which to erect a building

lines connecting the Baltimore and Philadelphia with the Bal-
timore and Susquehanna Rail-road, has been laid in Monument
street, and a forwarding house established with a switch from
the road, which not only interfere with the convenience of the
location, but also render it dangerous for the passage of the
children to and from school. In addition to this, perhaps a

still greater annoyance is produced by the noise and bustle of

the foundry and stone-cutting establishments that have been
erected in the immediate vicinity—in fact, upon the same square,

and within about one hundred feet of the school. The noise

produced by the passing off of steam, the blasts of furnaces,

the hammering of hollow iron-work in the manufacture of

steam boilers, and the stone sawing and cutting, constitute an
insurmountable impediment to the successful pursuit of study.”’

Ninth Ward.,—Primary School No. 23, in this Ward, is still
in the uncomfortable rooms on Centre Market Space. The
Council authorised the purchase of Mr. Whyte's property on
Frederick Street, for its use, but the Board thought the expense
too great for a School of its size. They refer the matter to the
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. and an additional Primary School could be accommodated in it.

Lileventh Ward.—This Ward is without any Public School.
The Board would ask permission to lease a lot for a Male and Fe-
male Grammar School, near the intersection of Charles and
Chase Streets. Or, as the city owns a good deal of ground in
that neighborhood, the Council might appropriate a suitable
lot for the above purpose. '

Iifteenth Ward.—The condition of Female Primary School
No. 13, requires the immediate attention of the Council. The
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len Street, the Board has included the amount, five thousand
dollars, in the estimate for the coming year.

They would also recommend the sale of the house and lot of
Male and Female Grammar Schools, No. 5. The location i
inconvenient, noisy and dangerous, and the proceeds of the
property would be more than sufficient to provide good accom-
modations for the Schools, in a retired and pleasant neighbor-
hood. We extract the following remarks from a former report:

¢‘Since the house was built, which was in the year 1840, the

Board would respectfully ask for permission to lease a lot,
and for an appropriation of about forty-five hundred dollars,
for the building and furniture. A part of the City lot on the
corner of Charles and Camden Streets, might be appropriated
for its use.

ijeutieth Ward.—The Council by Resolution No. 180, of the
session of 1853, authorised the location of a building on the lot
leased on Eutaw Street, near Preston , and we have accordingly
ncluded it in the estimate for the year 1856,
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
