An Ordinance relating to the Inspection and construction

of buildings in the Uity of Baltimore.

Section 1. Be it enacted and ordained by

the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore
Thu_t all that portion of the State of M:U‘V:
land within the corporate limits of the (jf
of Baltimore shall constitute the buj
Ilmits designated under this ordinance, in
which no wall. Structure, building. part or
parts thereof, shall hereafter be bunilt
altered or repaired, except in r.'ﬂrm'l'(irrmi‘w1
to the provisions of this ordinance, and
that this ordinance shall not conflict with
the provisions of the City Extension Bil]
passed by the Maryland Legislature, 1888
for frame buildings in the annexed pur'ti(_n;
of the City.

Sec. 2. Be it further enacicd and ordain-
ed, That ga]] buildings hereafter erected
within said building limits shall have al]
outside or division walls constructed of
Stone, brick, iron. or other non-combustible
material, properly bonded and solidly put
together, and all such walls shall be built to
a line and carried up plumb and Straight
and the several tomponent parts of .5:}1(‘11
buildings shall be constructed in such
manner as herein provided.

"\Hr{w 3. Be it further enacted and ordain.
ed, That all foundation walls shall be laid
not less than three feet below the exposed

on a good, solid
ature of the earth
m of driven piles,
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flagstones, conecrete or laid timbers, of
sufficient size and thickness, shall be laid,
to prevent the walls from settling; and all
piers, columns, post or pillars resting on
the earth shall be set upon a bottom in the
same manner as the foundation walls.

Sec. 4. Be it further enacted ‘and ordain-
ed, That whenever the foundation wall or
walls of any building that may hereafter
be erected shall be placed on a rock bottom,
the said rock shall be benched or leveled
to recelve the same; and that all excava-
tions upon the front or side of any lot ad-
Joining the street shall be properly guarded
and protected by the person or persons hav-
ing charge thereof, so as to prevent the
same from being or becoming dangerous to
limb or life.

Sec. . Be it further enacted and ordain-
ed, That whenever the owner or owners of
property wish to excavate to 1 depth not
exceeding ten feet below the top of the
kKerb in front of the wall to be underpinned,
and there shall be any party or other walls
wholly or partly upon adjoining land, and
standing upon or near the boundary line of
sald lot, and the owner or owners refuse to
underpin or protect said walls after hav-
ing had notice of twenty-four hours from
the Inspector of Buildings so to do, he
may enter upon the premises and employ
such labor and take such steps as in his
judgment may be necessary to make the
same safe and secure, or to prevent the
same from becoming unsafe or dangerous,
at the expense of the person or persons
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
