An Ordinance to provide for the repaving with asphalt
blocks of Eutaw street, from the north side of Madi-
son street to the south side of Dolphin street.

Section 1. Be it enacted and ordained by
the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore,
That the City Comm'ssioner be, and he 1s
hereby, authorized and directed to contract
with the Maryland Pavement Company of
Baltimore City to repave with asphalt
blocks all that part of Eutaw street, from
the north side of Madison street to the
south side of Dolphin street, the said con-
tract to provide also that the Kerbing shall
be reset where necessary, and that the said
part of Eutaw street shall be rekerbed with
six-inch granite Kerbing where necessary,
and that the cost of the same be taken out
of the sum of one million dollars set apart
for the repaving of the streets with im-
proved pavements in the ordinance anthor-
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
