(1. 12. 13 and 14 of the Baltimore City Fire Depart-
ment.

Section 1. Be it enacted and ordained
by the Mayor and City Council of Balti-
more. That the Board of Fire Commis-
sioners be, and it is hereby, authorized
and directed to appoint a lieutenant and
four permanent pipemen in Engine Com-
pany No. 8, also a lieutenant and four
permanent pipemen in Kngine Company
No. 9. also a lieutenant and four perma-
nent pipemen in Engine Company No. 10,
a1so a lieutenant and four permanent pipe-
men in Engine Company No. 11, also a
lieutenant and four permanent pipemen in
Engine Company No. 12, also a lieutenant
and four permanent pipemen in Engine
Company No. 13, also a lieutenant and
four permanent pipemen in Engine Com-
pany No. 14, in place and stead of the
