Nection 1, Ht‘ iT enacted and or :ii!li‘il I.‘*}"
the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore.
1hat the following sections be added to
Article 47 of the Baltimore City Code, viz:

Sec. 61 a. Before any ordinance for the
grading, shelling, graveling, paving and
Kerbing, or for regrading, reshelling. re-
graveling, repaving and rekerbing of any
street, lane or alley, or part thereof, by
the terms of which the whole or any por-
tion of the cost of the work is to be assessed
upon the property binding on such street.
lane or alley, or part thereof, shall be passed
by either Branch of the City Couneil, it
shall be referred to the Joint SI:HHHH;
Committee on Highways; before recom-
mending the passage of any such ordinance.

the said Joint Standing Committee on

Highways shall require the Chief Clerk of

the Branch of the City Council in which
the said ordinance was introduced. to aive
ten full days’ notice, excluding both the
day of publication and the day of the
session of the Committee, of the introduc-
tion of said ordinance, and that any and
all persons interested therein will be heard
upon any matters relating thereto by the
sald Joint Standing Committee on High-
ways, at a time and place to be designated
In such notice.
