An Ordinance to authorize the Mavor and City Counci
of Baltimore to accept a deed in fee for a lot of ground!
called Bo-Lin Park, in the City of Baltimore,

Section 1. Be it enacted and ordained by
the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore,
I'hat the Mayor be, and he is hereby, an-
thorized to accept from Leonard H. Nen-
decker, William D. Boyd and William F.
tHorner, or other legal owners. a deed for
the fee simple title to a lot of ground of
about one hundred and five feet four inches
by about ninety-four feet nine inches. con.
tained in the centre of the square bounded
by Linden avenue, Robert street. Bolton
street and Laurens street, in the City of
saltimore, which lot of ground has been
lald out with a fountain in the centre. and
1S now called Bo-Lin Park: provided, that
the said lot of ground be tendered to the
Mayor by the owners thereof. by a good
and sufficient deed, in fee-simple, to the
sald corporation, to be approved by the Ex.
