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ORDINANCES.,

No. 218.

An Ordinance appropriating a sum of money for the

payment of additional cost incurred in the preparation

of the new City Code by John Prentiss Poe.

Whereas, Ordinance No. 139, approved
October 7th, 1891, authorizing the prepara-
tion by John Prentiss Poe of a new City
Code, provided only for the codification of
the Acts and Ordinances 1n force at the time
of 1ts passage; and

W hereas, Before the completion of the
same, the Session of 1892 of the (General
Assembly was held, and the Session of 1892
of the City Council of Baltimore was also
held, at which many Acts relating to the
City of Baltimore were passed by the Gen-
eral Assembly, and many important Ordi-
nances were passed by the Mayor and City
(Council of Baltimore:; and

Whereas, The said John Prentiss Poe
submitted to the City Council, at their Sep-
tember Session of 1892, the said City Code,
containing a codification of the said Acts
of Assembly passed at the Session of 1892,
and also a codification of the General Ordi-
nances passed by the Mayor and City Coun-
cil at their Session of 1892 up to the Sum-
mer Recess, in addition to the codification
of the Acts and Ordinances in forece at the
time of the passage of said Urdinance No.
139, approved October 7th, 1891; and,

Whereas, In order to afford time for the
examination thereof, by one of the Law
Officers of the City, no action was taken by
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the Mayor and City Council in relation to
sald Code so submitted by him: and

Whereas, In order to complete the said
work, and to bring the codification of the
City Ordinances down to the present time,
the said John Prentiss Poe has codified
and printed the Ordinances passed by the
Mayor and City Council at the Autumn
Session of 1892, as well as those ll;iﬁw--‘{l at,
the Session of 1892-1893, up to the Summer
Recess of 1893, and in order to include said
last mentioned ordinances so codified. the
rebinding of the copies of said Code sub-
mitted by him in August, 1802, will be
necessary ; and

Whereas, The unexpended balance of the
original appropriation for said work has
been turned back into the general funds of
the City, and without the passage of a new
ordinance 1s not available for the payment
of sald extra work ; therefore,

Je it enacted and ordained by the Mayvor

and City Couneil of Baltimore, That the

sium of eight hundred dollars. or so much
thereof as may be necessary, be, and the
same 18 hereby, appropriated, to be ex-
pended under the direction of the Mayor,
Comptroller and Register, for the the pay-
ment of the additional cost of codification,
printing and binding of said City Code.
