A\ Ordinance to provide for gradinge paving and kerbing
of Durham street between the south side of North

Be it enacted and ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That the
City Commissioner be and he is hereby
anthorized and directed to have all that
part ol Durham street between the south
side of North avenue and the north side of
Lanvale street graded, paved and Kerbed,
by contract, and in pursuance of the Aect
of Assembly, Chapter 219 of the Acts of
1892, and according to the provisions of
the existing ordinance providing for the
grading, graveling, shelling, kerbing, pav-
Ing, repaving, ete., of streets, lanes and
alleys in the City of Baltimore, so far as
the same may be applicable; and the whole
expense thereof to be assessed on the abut-
ting property as provided in Ordinance
No. 33, approved March 14, 1893, entitled
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
