SECTION 1. Be it enacted and ordained by
the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore,
I'hat Section 11, Article 25. of Baltimore
ity Code of 1893 (Supplement), entitled
“*Hospitals,”” amended by subsequent ordi-
nances, be and the same is hereby repealed
and re-enacted so as to read as follows:

‘*Section 11. The President of the Board
of Trustees of the Poor, or any membesr of
sald  Board, may, by order in writing,
direct any indigent sick or disabled Persons
in the City of Baltimore who are entitled
to relief under this ordinance to be sent or
taken, with their consent, to the hospitals
of the College of Physicians and Sargeons,
the University of Mar* ., the Baltimore
University, the Good Samaritan, and to
the Maryland General, the Maryland
Homeopathie, the St. Agnes’, the St.
Joseph’s, and the Provident Hospitals, for
medical and surgical treatment by the
professors of said institutions at any time
during each year; provided, that not more
than one hundred persons shall be at any
one time in the Hospital of the College of
Physicians and Surgeons; not more than
SIXty persons at any one time in the Hos-
pital of the University of Maryland; not
more than forty persons at any one time in
the Baltimore University Hospital; not
more than twenty persons at any one time
In the Hospital of the Good Samaritan:
not more than fifty-five persons at any one
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
