An ordinance authorizing Frederick Bauernschmidt to
construct, maintain and operate a switch and s1ding
to connect with the track of the Northern Central
Railway Company on Monument Street. and to run
thence to and on his property tronting on said street.

SECcTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That Fred.
erick Bauernschmidt be and he i« hereby

authorized toconstruct,maintain and operate
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ORDINANCES,

a switch and siding to connect with the
track of the Northern Central Railway Com-
pany on Monument street, and to run thence
to and on his property, sitnated on the
south side of said Monument Street, as
shown on the plat hereto annexed, and made
part of this ordinance, the centre line of

which siding is described as follows:

Beginning in the centre line of the track
of the Northern Central Railway Company
a8 now located in or near the middle of
Monuinent street, at a point 306 feet east
of the east side of Harford avenue, and ex-
tending thence westy rardly by a line cuarving
toward the south, with a radius of 60 feet,
the distance of 651 feet to the building line
of the property belonging to Frederick
Bavernschmidt on the south side of said
Monument street; and thence on said pro-
perty and across a ten foot alley running
south of and parallel to Monument street:
