There shall be appointed by the
Appeal Tax Court a Chief Clerk and Assist-
ant Clerk, who shall act as the Clerks of the
Court, each of whom shall receive a salary
of sixteen hundred ($1,600) dollars per an
num, payable monthly, and a Clerk, who
shall be known as the Writ, Transfer and
