No. 120.

An ordinance to provide for the levying of a tax upon
property binding on Forrest street, between the north
side of Fayette street and the south side of Lexington
street which did not pay the assessment assessed
under Ordinance No. 126 of 18g8, approved November
26, 18g8.

Whereas, By an Ordinance No. 126, ap-
proved November 26, 1898, entitled “An
ordinance to provide for grading, paving
and Kerbing Forrest street, between the
north side of Fayette street and the south
side of Lexington street,”” provision was
made that all that part of Forrest street,
between the north side of Fayette street
and the south side of Lexington street,
should be graded, paved and kerbed, and
that the expense thereof should be assessed
upon the owners of property binding on
sald street in proportion to the number of
front feet owned ]l\ them l'fiﬁlnlt‘ti\'t*]_\' of
the said portion of the said street thereby
directed to be paved, in accordance with
Chapter 219 of the Acts of 1892, and the
ordinances of the Mayor and City Council
of Baltimore enacted thereunder; and

Whereas, After the work had been done
by the City Engineer, and some of the prop-
erty holders had paid the amount assessed
against them, said Ordinance No. 126, of
1898, was discovered to be null and void,
owing to the failure to give proper notice
of the consideration of said ordinance by
the Joint Standing Committee on High-
ways, and therefore a portion of the cost
of such grading, paving and kerbing of
sald street has never been paid to the
Mayor and City Council of Baltimore; and
