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An ordinance to provide for the continued construction
Oof Jenkins-Run Sewer.

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore. That the City
Kngineer be and he is hereby authorized and
directed to construet, in accordance with
plans on file in his office, or such plans as
may be prepared by him for that purpose.
a continnation of the sewer known as Jen-
Kins-Run Sewer, which now terminates at a
point about 25 feet north of the north side
of Twentieth street on Jenkins Run and
north of the present northern terminus of
Oak Hill street, from said terminus of said
Jenkins-Run sewer in a northerly direction
In a straight line, and as far as practicable
along and in the bed of Jenkins Run about
150 feet to the bend i.n said Run: thence in
a northeasterly direction in a Ht.mi;_{'ht. line
and still along and in the bed of Jenkins
Run as far as practicable 1,000 feet, or as
far as the same can be constructed with the
appropriation hereinafter provided for.

Provided, however, that no work shall be
begun upon the said extension of said sewer
unless and until the owners of the property
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
