sald grantee, «'ter the construction of said

switches or sidings, shall, under the super-
viston of the City Engineer, repave the
streets between the tracks, and two feet on
either side thereof, and place the same in
thorough repair and maintain the same and
sald tracks in good condition throughout
the full term of this grant, and in case the
streets shall in the future be paved or re-
paved with any improved pavement the said
grantee shall, under the same supervision,
repave the spaces between said tracks, and
two feet on either side thereof, with said
improved pavement, and shall maintain the
same 1n good condition throughout the full
term of this grant.
