An ordinance to authorize, in pursuance of an Act of
the General Assembly of Maryland, passed at its
January session, in the year 1910, and known as
Chapter 485 of the Acts of that year, i1ssuance of
the stock of the Mavyor and City Council of Balti-
more, to an amount not exceeding two million dollars
($2,000,000), for the purpose of defraying the costs
and expenses of carrying into execution the plan of
improvements adopted, or to be adopted, under the
terms of said Act of Assembly, for the laying out,
projecting, constructing and establishing a pier, or
piers, adjacent to and along the Patapsco River and
its tributaries, both within the limits of the City of
Baltimore, including therein the acquisition of prop-
erty and streets, the alteration and construction of
wharves, docks and piers, and of warehouses, sheds,
structures and buildings, with the right to lease the
same, the laying out, closing, grading and paving of
streets, the fixing of building lines, and the width

WHEREAS, By an Act of the General As-
