SECTION 1. Be at ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That from

ordinance it shall be unlawful for any white
person to move into or begin to occupy as
a residence or as a place of public assembly
any house, building or habitation within
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Mayor and City Council of Baltimore, That
it shall be unlawful for any negro or col-
ored person to move into or to begin to oc-
cupy as a residence or as a place of public
assembly any house, building or habitation,
within or upon that part of any street or
alleyway, running in any direction, within
the City of Baltimore, lying between the
two adjacent streets, crossing or intersect-
ing the said part of anyv such said street or
alleyway, if at the date of the passage of
this ordinance, such part of said street
