SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore city, That
for the year 1911 a direct tax of sixty-six
(66) cents for the use of the City of Balti-
more be and the same is hereby levied and
imposed on every one hundred dollars
($100) of rural property of Baltimore city,
as such property is defined by and directed
to be classified by Chapter 286 of the Acts
of the General Assembly of Marvland,
passed at the January session of 1908; the
‘ate of taxation upon which for city pur-
poses is by provision of law to be not less
than sixty-six (66) cents upon every one
hundred dollars’ ($100) worth of such rural
property ; said tax to be collected and paid
in the manner prescribed by the laws of the
State of Maryland and the ordinance of the
Mayor and City Council of Baltimore.

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That for the
vear 1911 a tax for the use of the City of
Baltimore of thirty (30) cents on every
one hundred dollars’ ($100) worth of as-
sessed value of all bonds, certificates of in-
debtedness or evidences of debt, in whatso-
ever form made or issued by any public or

private corporation, incorporated by this
State, or any other State, territory, district
or foreign country, or issued by any State
(except the State of Maryland), territory,
district or foreign country, not exempted
from taxation by the laws of this State, and
owned by the residents of the City of Balti-
more, and also a tax of thirty (30) cents for
the use of the City of Baltimore on every
one hundred dollars’ ($100 ) of assessed
value of all shares of stock or shares in a ny
bank other than a national bank, or in any
tompany  or corporation, incorporated by
or located in and doing business in any
other State, the District of Columbia, or in
any territory or foreign country, owned by
residents of the City of Baltimore, be and
the same is hereby levied and imposed in
accordance with Section 201, Article 81, of
the Code of Public General Laws, title
“Revenue and Taxes"; said taxes to he col-
lected and paid in the manner prescribed
by the laws of the State of Maryland and
the ordinances of the Mayor and City Coun-
cil of Baltimore.
