IFayette street, to a height not exceeding
three hundred and thirty feet (330) on its
lot adjacent to the said building on the
west thereof on Baltimore street. The meas-
urement of the height of the tower shall be
taken from the curb line on the Baltimore
street front and the measurement shall not
exceed three hundred and thirty (330) feet
to the top beacon light surmounting said
tower.  The tower will be fortv-one (41 )
feet square and will be utilized for offices
to the height of two hundred and eighteen
(218) feet only. Above this an observa-
tion platform for the public and visitors
will be located and above this a lantern,
which will have a four-dial illuminated
clock. The tower roof will be surmounted
by an electric beacon light. The construe-
tion of the tower will be fireproof, having
steel frame and brick curtain walls up to
the lantern base. The lantern will be con-
structed of steei frame, having non-combus-
tible wall filling and be covered on the out-
side with copper. The window frames on
the outside and sash in tower will be
covered with metal on the outside. The
tower, otherwise, is to be constructed in
accordance with the requirements of the
Building Code for Office Buildings to a
height of one hundred and seventyv-five(175)
feet, and the whole to be under the super-
vision of the Inspector of Buildings of Bal-
timore City,

SEC. 2. And be it further ordained. That
this ordinance shall take effect from the
date of its passage.

An ordinance granting permission to the City Cab Com-
pany of Baltimore City, a body corporate, incorpor-
ated under the laws of the State of Maryland, to
place an electric sign in front of its office known

as No. 404 West Baltimore street.

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor City Cab

and City Council of Baltimore. That per-
mission be and the same is hereby granted
to the City Cab Company of Baltimore City
to place an electrie sign in front of its office
known as No. 404 West Baltimore street,
said sign to be six feet long and fifteen
inches high; said sign will project from
building line ten feet and to be supported
and erected as approvel by the Inspector of
Buildings and to be at least fifteen feet
above the sidewalk; said sign to bear the
words, in incandescent letters, “*City Cab
Co.,” and no other words. This permission
being for the removal of the sign heretofore
erected at No. 1 South Eutaw street under
Ordinance No. 81, approved March 30, 1908,
and for the erection of the same at No. 404
West Baltimore street; and on condition
that the said erection of said sign at No.
104 West Baltimore street shall be con-
strued as a revocation of the right granted
under Ordinance No. 81, approved March
30, 1908, |

SEC. 2. And be it further ordained. That
sald sign shall be erected under the super-
vision of the Inspector of Buildings of Bal-
timore City, and that the privilege hereby
granted shall be revocable at any time by
an order from the Mayor or by an ordinance
of the Mayor and City Council of Balti-
more,
