Second—That the said tunnel and coal
vault shall connect the said buildings to be
erected on the southeast and southwest cor-
ners of Kimmel alley and Clay street, as
aforesaid; that the tops of said tunnel and
coal vault, in order to permit the free pas-
sage of pipes through said alley and said
street, shall be not less than five feet below
the center of the surface of said alley and
from the center of the surface of said street ;
that the said coal vault shall be the full
width of the alley and sixty-nine feet long
and fourteen feet high; that the said tunnel
shall be four feet wide and shall not extend
beyvond the center of said Clay street; the
ceilings shall be formed of steel beams, re-
1aforced concrete between the beams and
brick arches; each side of said tunnel and
said coal vault shall be formed of bricks laid
in Portland cement mortar, and the floors
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
