street upon which the block in question may
be located, the houses upon the side of the
last-mentioned street facing the intersect-
ing street and altogether within the far-
ther building line of the same, counting in
the direction in which the decimal system
of enumeration shall progress, shall be
deemed a part of the block lying in the di-
rection toward which the said decimal num-
bers shall recede. Corner houses shall be

deemed to be located in the block in which

they are numbered under the decimal sys-
tem now in force,

SEC. 5. Be it further ordained by the
Mayor and City Council of Baltimore, That
any person violating the provisions of Sec-
tions 1 or 2 of this ordinance shall be guilty
of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction,
shall be subject to a fine of not less than
five nor more than fifty dollars for each day
that said violation shall continue.

NEC. 6. Be it further ordawned by the
Mayor and City Council of Baltimore, That
whenever, after the passage of this ordi-
nance, it shall be proposed to build or erect
houses, buildings or structures to be used
as residences or places of abode upon prop-
erty sitnated within any block, as the same

is defined in Section 4, and within which

there are no houses, buildings or structures

used as residences, the person or owner de-

siring to erect said houses, buildings eor
structures to be used as vesidences or places

of abode, as aforesaid, shall in the appli-

cation for a permit to the Inspector of
Buildings declare therein whether the

houses, buildings or structures for which a
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l)(‘.'r]nit- 1s asked are to be used as residences Provisions.

or places of abode of white or colored per-
sons, and immediately upon application be-
ing so made the Inspector of Buildings shall
cause notice of said application to be pub-
lished twice a week for two successive weeks
in two daily newspapers published in the
City of Baltimore, calling particular atten-
tion in said notice to the fact that the
houses, buildings and structures which are
proposed to be built or erected are to be
used as residences of white or colored peo-
ple, as the case may be, and unless within
five days from the date of the last publica-
tion of said notice protest be made in writ-
ing to the Inspector of Buildings by a ma-
jority of property owners in said block
against the use mentioned in said notice the
permit shall issue as heretofore if, in other
respects, said application be in accordance
with law, and thereafter all houses, build-
ings and structures which may be erected
for use as residences or places of abode, and
all houses, buildings and structures in said
block erected for other purposes which it
may be desired to use as residences or places
of abode, shall be so used either as resi-
dences or places of abode for white or col-
ored persons, as may be determined by the
permit granted as aforesaid. Any person
moving into or using as a residence or
place of abode any of the said houses, build-
ings or structures, or any part of the same,
contrary to the way so determined by said
permit shall be subject to the penalties pro-
vided in Section 5 hereof. If, however, a
majority of said property owners shall pro-
test against the proposed use of said houses,
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
