WHEREAS, The officials and engineers in charge of the
Panama Canal have announced that the canal will be
completed and open for commerce in 1915; and

WHEREAS, 1t 1s universally conceded that the holding
of a proper celebration in honor of the completion of
the great project will be of inestimable value and in-
terest in bringing together vast numbers of people from
all over the world ; and

WHEREAS, It is meet and proper that the said cele-
bration should be distinctively national in its aspect,
without any local colorings or associations; and

WHEREAS, There is only one city in the United States
which logically appeals to the world at large as being
the typical representative of this great country; be it

Resolved by the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore,
That we hereby, in the name of the people of this great
city, endorse and recommend the City of Washington
as being the ideal place at which to hold the Panama
Exposition ; be it further

Resolved, That we urge this with particular emphasis,
because it was in Washington where was enacted all the
legislation that made the canal a possibility; and it
was in Washington that the plans of the enterprise
were perfected ; and it is from Washington that all direc-
tions are being issued which are keeping the work in
progress.
