Resolution providing for the appointment of a commission to advance
the mterest of the American Merchant Marine.

WHEREAR, There have been various movements and
plans for restoring the supremacy of the United States
in the ocean-carrying trade of the world, which this
country enjoved down to the time of the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, Baltimore was the home port of a great tleet
of vessels in former years and enjoved a large trade
upon the high seas, which the enterprise of her mer-
chants and her favorable location midway on the At-
lantic Coast brought to her: and |

WHEREAS, For these and other reasons Baltimore is
an appropriate place for taking measures looking to the
re-establishment of the ocean trade of the United Ntates:
therefore be it

Resolved by the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore
city, That a joint committee of the City Council be ap-
pointed, to consist of the President of each Branch and
two members from each Branch, to be appointed by the
respective Presidents thereof, the duty of which com-
mittee shall be to call a convention to be held in the
City of Baltimore at such time and place as said com-
mittee may appoint, and to send invitations to all com-
mercial bodies in the larger cities of the South asking
them to send delegates to the said convention, along
with representatives of the press, and that the purpose
of the said convention shall be to consider proper meas-
