were engaged; and they shall at no time
employ more men, horses and carts than
are absolutely necessary for the performance
of the duties required of them ; and the Com-
missioner of Street Cleaning is hereby au-
thorized and directed to designate one of
the clerks in his employv, who, in addition
to the duties now being performed by him,
shall hereafter act as paymaster, upon giv- Paymaster.
