Council of Baltimore, That Ordinance No.
40 of the Mavor and City Council of Balti-
more, approved January 11, 1904, be and
the same is hereby repealed and re-enacted,
with amendments, so as to read AN fnllmmf

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That Section
1 of Ordinance No. 66, approved .June 21,
1900, and entitled “An ordinance to fix the
compensation of the hailiffs appointed by
the City Collecter,” be and the same is here-
by repealed and re-enacted, with amend-
ments, so as to read as follows -

1. The bailiffs appointed by the ity Col-

lector under and by virtue of Section 62,
Article 50, of the Baltimore City Code of
1893, as amended by Ordinance No. 214,
approved March 6, 1905, shall receive as
compensation a salary of one thousand three
hundred dollars (%1,300) per annum, each.
payable as the salaries of othey city em-
ployees are paid; and that the three per
cent. (3%) added to bills for taxes in ar-
rear, and collected by the City Collector,
shall be turned into the Clity 'l"rmsurv, in
the same manner as taxes collected hy .him.

An ordinance to condemn and open Longwood street
(formerly Eighth street) from the south side of
Westwood avenue to the north side of Baker street,
in accordance with a plat thereof filed in the office
of the Commissioners for Opening Streets. on the
eighteenth day of April, 1911, and now on file in said
office.

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That the
Commissioners for Opening Streets be and
they are hereby authorized and directed to
condemn and open Longwood street (for-
merly Eighth street), with a width of SIXty-
six feet from the south side of Westwood
avenue to the north side of Baker street,
the land hereby directed to be condemned
for said Longwood street being deseribed as
follows :

Beginning for the same at a point on the
southernmost side of Westwood avenue dis-
tant westerly four hundred and thirty-five
and nineteen one-hundredths feet from Pop-
lar Grove street, now in process of opening,
sald point being at the southeasternmost
corner or intersection of Westwood avenue
and  Longwood street (formerly Eighth
street), the co-ordinates of said point of
beginning based upon the system used by
the City of Baltimore Topographical Sur-
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
