An ordmance authorizing and directing the Water Engi
neer to erect and construct i the bed of Harlem ave-
nue at or near 1its intersection with the west side
of Pulaski street, a suitable well or fountain, and to
connect the same by means of a pipe or main, to
be laid in the bed of Harlem avenue, with the pipe
or mam on the property of the Philadelphia, Balti-
more and Washington Railroad Company, about one
hundred feet to the west or northwest thereof. for
the purpose of conveying spring water to the said
well or tountan.

WHEREAS, The spring of water near Har-
lem avenue and the tracks of the Phila-
delphia, Baltimore and Washington Rail-
road Company, has been a blessing to and
a means of supplving water to thousands
of people, especially during the periods of
muddy water; and

WHEREAS, It is important to preserve said
spring for the use of the present and future
cenerations; and

WHEREAS, The same can be accomplished
and a well or fountain erected at a compara-
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tively small cost, probably nof exceeding
hve hundred illl”ill'ﬁ‘; and:

WHEREAS, The Philadelphia, Baltimore
and  Washington Railroad .« ‘ompany  has
generously piped the water from said Spring
to the eastern boundary of its property
adjacent to its said tracks, in order that the
public may have the use and benefit of the
water from said spring so long as such use
does not interfere with the utilization of {he
company’s property or right-of-wav for rail-
road purposes; therefore,

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore. That the
Water Engineer be and helis hereby author-
ized and directed to erect and construct in
the bed of Harlem avenue at or near its
intersection with the west side of "ulaski
street, a suitable well or fountain, and to
connect the same by means of a pipe or main
to be laid in the bed of! Harlem avenue,
with the pipe or main on the property of
the Philadelphia, Baltimore and Washing-
ton Railroad Company, and about one hun-
dred feet to the west or northwest thereof,
for the purpose of conveying spring water
to the said well or fountain ; the cost thereof
to be taken out of anv funds which the
Water Board may have available for such
purpose, during the vear nineteen hundred
and twelve,
