An ordinance to condemn and open, in pursuance of
Chapter 110 of the Act of 1910 of the General As-

sembly of Maryland, a highway over and along Jones'-

Falls, with a diversion or diversions therefrom, from
the south side of Baltimore street to Chase street.
and thence to, and by way of Guilford avenue as
widened, to Mount Royal avenue, and for the widen-
ing of Guilford avenue to form part of said high-
way, and for a connection over Jones' Falls from
said highway to the north side of Biddle street: said
highway to be called the “Fallswav,” in accordance
with the plat thereof filed in the office of the Com-
missioners for Opening Streets on the eighth day

ol J_amr_ary. nineteen hundred and twelve, and now
on file in said office.

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That the
Commissioners for Opening Streets be and
they are hereby authorized and directed to
condemn and open, in pursuance of Chapter
110 of the Act of the General Assembly of
Maryland of 1910, the “Fallsway” as a pub-
lic highway over and along Jones' Falls,
with a diversion or diversions therefrom, as
hereinbelow deseribed and shown on the

for Opening Streets on the eighth day of
January, nineteen hundred and twelve, and
now on file in said office, from the south
side of Baltimore street to the north side
of Chase street, and thence to Guilford ave-
nue, as herein directed to be widened, to
form part of the “Fallswav;” and also to
condemn and open, along and over Jones’
Falls, from the “Fallsway” to the north
side of Biddle street, to form a connection
between the “IFallsway” and Biddle street,
and also to condemn and widen Guilford
avenue, from Chase street to Mount Royal
avenue, on the east side, the land hereby
directed to be condemned for the “Fallsway”
and for a connection therefrom with Biddle
street, and for the widening of Guilford ave-
nue, being described as follows:

Beginning for the same at the point of
intersection of the southernmost side of Bal-
timore street and of the line of the eastern-
most edge of the coping of the wall of the
easternmost side of Jones’ IFalls; and run-
ning thence northerly, binding on the line
of the easternmost edge of the coping of said
wall, to the northernmost side of Eager
street, extending said line where there is
no coping in prolongation of said line along
the easternmost edge of said coping, so as to
provide the corresponding space sufficient
for the extension of said coping until the
coping begins again, and so on across each
interval to the northernmost side of Eager
street; thence still northerly, binding on
the line of the easternmost edge of the top
course of the wall of the easternmost side
of Jones’ Falls to a point the co-ordinates
of which are, based upon the system used
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
