WHEREAS, The Act authorizing said loan
provided that the proceeds thereof shall be
used only for the purpose of providing the
costs and expenses of condemnation, open-
ing, grading, paving and curbing the streets,
avenues, lanes, and alleys, in the annex por-
tion of Baltimore city;” therefore,

SECTION 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That the
following sums for the expenses of opening
the following streets in the Annex. being
the same sums and the same streets provided
for in the Ordinance of Estimates for the
vear 1912, to be taken from the Annex Im-
provement 1951 Loan, be and they are
hereby appropriated out of the Annex Im-
provement 1951 Loan, authorized by the Act
of the General Assembly of Maryland of
1910, Chapter 736, and out of the five hun-
dred thousand dollars ($£500,000) thereof,
provided for in the Ordinance of Estimates
for the year 1912, viz. : Opening of Keyworth
avenue, from Park Heights avenue to
Reisterstown road, one thousand three hun-
dred and eighty-nine dollars and ninety-two
cents ($1,389.92) ; opening of Garrett ave-
nue, from Twenty-second street to Curtain
avenue, five thousand six hundred and sixty-
three dollars and thirtyv-nine cents ( $9,6063.-
39) ; opening of Twenty-sixth street, from
Remington avenue to Huntingdon avenue,
two thousand three hundred and thirty-five
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
