An ordinance authorizing the Superintendent of Lamps
and Lighting to mstall and maintain lamps i private
alleys in Baltimore city.

WHEREAS, There has been a general de-
mand by a large number of citizens of Balti-
more, for the installation and maintenance
of city lamps in private alleys on account
of housebreaking and robbery, which has
prevailed for some time past, especially dur-
ing last summer, as a result of the extreme
darkness existing in such alleys, which dark-
ness offers a cover for eriminals and thereby
invites crime of all descriptions; therefore,

SepeTioN 1. Be it ordained by the Mayor
and City Council of Baltimore, That the
Superintendent of Lamps and Lighting be
and he is hereby authorized to install and
maintain lamps in any dark alley, whether
public or private, where in his judgment
such lamps are necessary for the protection
and convenience of the public; but nothing

in this section shall be construed as com-
pelling him to install or maintain any lamps
In any private alleyv, the purpose of this ordi-
nance being to invest him with the discre-
tion, as well as the authority, as to whether

such installation in any private alley shall
or shall not be made.

SEC. 2. And be it further ordained, That Conditions,

nothing in this ordinance shall be construed
as committing the city to the policy of light-
ing private property; nor shall it be con-

strued as investing the Superintendent of

Lamps and Lighting with any authority to
invade private rights.
