ime mto and investigate the character and quali-
fications of applicants therefor.

SECTION H—And be it further ordained, that
no permit shall be issued to any person to con-
duet a hotel, rooming house or lodging house,
within the City of Baltimore, unless such person
1s of ascertained good moral character, and when
application for such permit is made the appli-
cant shall present himself in person to the Com-
missioner of Health, and, at such time, present
to such Commissioner of Health satisfactory
pl‘m"lf of gm}{l moral character, When ﬂ]}p]i el -
tion for a permit is made by or on behalf of a
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orderly house, for the purpose of prostitution,
fornication or lewdness; or knowingly suffer any

lascivious cohabitation, adultery, fornication or
other immoral practice to be carried on therein.

SECTION 8—And be it further ordained, that
no person to whom a permit shall have been is-
sued to conduet and operate a hotel, rooming
house or lodging house, shall in said hotel, room-
ing house or lodging house sell, barter or ex-
change spirituous, malt or vinous liquors, or
knowingly suffer, permit or allow any spiritous,
malt or vinous liquors to be sold, bartered or
exchanged, without first having procured a

license authorizing him to sell or dispose of such
liquors.

SECTION 9—And be it further ordained, that
every person to whom a permit shall have been
1ssued to conduet a hotel, rooming house or lodg-
ing house, shall, at all times, keep a standard
hotel register, 1in which shall be inseribed the
names of all guests or persons renting or occupy-
ing rooms in such house; which register shall
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co-partnership, corporation or association, such
application shall be made by the manager, officer,
agent or other person who will have the charge
and management of such hotel, rooming house
or lodging house. ' L

be signed by the person renting a room or rooms,
or by some one under his direction. Such reg-
1Istration must be made, and after the name or
names are so imscribed or registered the manager
of the hotel, rooming house or lodging house, or
his agent, shall write the number of the room
or rooms which such guest or person is to oc-
cupy, together with the time when such room is
rented. All of which shall be done before such

person 1s permitted to occupy such room or
rooms. Such register shall be at all times open
to inspection by any guest of the house wherein
such register 18 kept, and to any executive or
peace officer of the City of Baltimore, or of the

State of Maryland.
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SECTION G6—And be it further ordained, t)iat
no permit 1ssued as in this ordinance provided
shall be transferred or assigned.,
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SECTION T—And be it further ordained, that
no persons to whom a permit shall be issued. as
provided in this ordinance, shall suffer or per-
mit the hotel, rooming house or lodging house,
to which such permit relates, to be used as a
house of ill-fame, brothel, bawdy house or dis-
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
