As the boy offered his neck for the
knife, God sent an angel whe substituted
a sheep for the boy as a sacrifice.

"'With a thousand other children of Islam,

1 boarded an official pilgrim ship provided

_b; the French government. Moslems of all
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races, . from many lands, were pack_ed

aboard.
There were Egyptians like myself; Arabs,

the tall dark men of North Africa and

travelers from the Middle East — all of us
ruled by a single passion, to make the

journey all good Moslems try to make be-
fore leaving this life. .
We pilgrims are called Hajjis. Some of

us had never ftraveled before. Women
aboard were kept in one part of the ship,

for the sexes could not mingle on this

sacred journey.

The Mediterranean was calm on our
crossing. 'With my fellow hajjis, 1 said my
prayers at dawn, at noon, at feur o’clock

and before supper. We washed our faces,
ears, noses — the arms, the feet and the

head as is the ritual.
/ Uttered Holy Words

Each day of the trip, we said the words
each pilgrim must utter before arriving at
the Holy of Holies — “Bebold, O Lord,
I am bhere.”

Finally we docked at Jedéa', the main
harbor .of /Saudi Arabia. Special officials
led groups of 200 pilgrims each. They ar-
ranged for our housing.

From Jedda we came to Mecca. It was
in the fierce heat of late summer that we
crossed the blazing Arabian desert. Near-
ing the wells of Bir Ali, we paused to ob-
serve the rite of El Ihram.

This duty is necessary % cleanse the
pilgrim and takes three days to perform.
First, | and my co-travelers, cleansed
our sovis by prayer.

Then, we washed vigorously to purify
- our bodies. Beards were trimmed, finger
and foemails cut and all hair on our
bedies shaved off. _

This done, we dressed in ritual garments

—tWo lengths of new white cloth and put
on sandals. |

"At Bir Touane, a few miles outside Mec-
ca itself, where our beloved Prophet Mo-
bammed, founder of our religion, made

himself pure 1,300 years before, we ester-

ed the last phase of the pilgrimage.
We ram to the springs, washed our-

selves again in its cool depths and then
by rickety truck, came on to Mecca.

The thing I recall most about my arrival
was the noise. It was as if all humanity
had gathered in -this tiny town. There
were bright lights flaring up in the sky
and pilgrims crowded every inch of space

in the thin high-walled streets and alleys
of the Holy City.

Some 600,000 of us were here to pay
homage to the Almighty.

Praised Allah

The surging crowds praised Allah and il

you did not look sharply, you would be
swept away by the pressure of these joy-
ous people who were about to have their
most cherished hope come true,

My heart was high that night as I went
to my assigned lodging. In the morning,
we would kiss the Black Stone and tell
Allah of our great love for mm.

We set out as the sun began to scorch

the desert for another day. Our guide led
us through the swarming worshippers and
to keep tmack of each other, we shouted
verses from .our bible, the Koran, as loud-

ly as possible.

We came to the Gate of Salvation, took
off our shoes and then entered that place

on earth which is the meost holy of all
places fto True Believers—the Caaba

It was 2 huge enclosure, surreounded
by a thick and richly decorated wall. At
each of its four corners, rose a minaref.
Each of these spires stood for. one of the.
four Rituals of Islam.

In the middle of the square stood the
Black Stone.

My heart leapt up, seeing the Holy of
Holies, and my mind and spirit soared out
of me. It was as if my senses had been
swept away en beautiful waves of musie
on their way to heaven.

This was the best day of my life, the
most glorious moment I shall ever have in
this life,

Some pilgrims cried aloud, others shriek-
ed with joy. Then we moved toward the

giant black stone itself, veiled as it was in
black and gold draperies.

On our lips was the glad cry “God is
 great!” Thousands of voices all saying

these three best of all words. It became a
giant cherus, it sounded as if the whole
world was singing.
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The Wright Story

During his senior year at Harvard, when
Louis was standing well-up in his class,
the infamous motion picture, “The Birth of
a Nation” came to Boston.

Its showing was immediately bitterly op-
posed by the colored citizens and liberal

- whites led by Monroe Tretter, whom Louis
bhad met and come to admire.

After about three weeks of the pro-
jonged excitement and _agitation, Mr.
Trotter pointed out al a mass meeting
that the only place to stop the picture
was at the Tremont theatre where it was
showing.

The Governor had' prohibited its show-
ing elsewhere. Dr. Wright- was among_the
interested individuals who really wanted
%o stop the shoiing and joined the group
which met Mr. Trotter at seven o’clock
on the following evening.

The city authorities had been alerted and
after a free-for-all with the police the show-

ing was ended. About twenty colored peo-

ple were arrested, Trotter among thém,
and charged with censpiracy to riot.

Dr. Wright attended all the court trials,
which resylited in eventual freeing of the

colored people. He also attended all the

jegislative meetings and hearings which
led %0 the establishment of a board of

censors in Massachusetts and was in the
Governor’'s office when the bill was

signed.

Dr. *’right wrote glowingly of the pard
played in this fight by the late William
H Lewis, famed colored lawyer, who

termed the film in an address before the
legislature, ‘“‘so many miles of fiith” and
wamned that if the picture continued to runm
there would be lynching In the Boston

Common.

During all of this period of about three
weeks, Dr. Wright stayed out of school. He
forgot he was a medical student.

When he turned up at Massachusetts Gen-

eral hospital the day after the final action,

Dr. Richard C. Cabot, the founder of medi-
cal social service whose skill and diagnosis
had already made him world-famed, asked
Dr. Wright where he had been.
